Whereas the Participants aim to leverage the strengths and
assets of their respective states, including the research,
development, industrial, academic, innovation and
business ecosystems to enhance collaboration,;

Whereas the shared values and existing collaboration
between the Zaporizhzhia Regional State (Military)

mitigate losses due to the Russian war in Ukraine, promote
environmental remediation, and advance sustainable
growth;

4. Encourage and promote dialogue, networking and
cooperation  between  companies and  research
organizations through visits, workshops, meetings and
other activities, which are mutually beneficial and
acceptable to both Participants;

5. Participate in other arrangements that will allow
cooperation of joint activities of mutual interest.

IMPLEMENTATION

In order to facilitate cooperation under this Agreement,
each Participant may designate a coordinating
institution or agency.

Each Participant shall provide the other Participant with
written notice about the appointment of a coordinating
institution or agency and shall further inform of any
changes.

Participants will seek to promote opportunities to industry
partners to enable private sector collaboration between

This Agreement is not legally binding and does not
supersede national law or international obligations by
which the Participants are bound. This Agreement will
apply without prejudice to the Zaporizhzhia Regional State
(Military) Administration, under the laws of Ukraine and
the Commonwealth, under the laws of the Commonwealth
of Pennsylvania and the laws of the United States.

This Agreement does not constitute an international treaty
and does not create any rights or obligations under
international law. Nothing about this Agreement will be
construed to limit either Participant's ability to act in
accordance with their own laws, rules, regulations, or other
legal authorities. Notwithstanding the foregoing, this
Agreement will not affect the present and future rights or
obligations of the Participants arising from other
international agreements and treaties.

FINANCIAL CONTRIBUTIONS

Each Participant will bear its own expenses in connection
with the preparation of the above-mentioned cooperation.

DURATION, EFFECTIVE DATE AND

DISCONTINUATION

This Agreement becomes effective on the date of signature
below and will remain in effect for five (5) years or unless
terminated earlier by one of the Participants.

This Agreement may be amended if jointly agreed to by
the Participants in writing.

Either Participant may terminate this Agreement by
providing written notification of its intention to terminate
this Agreement. The Participants accept and acknowledge
that, upon notice of termination, this Agreement will
become void at the date identified in the notice.
