4) GAME LAND ROADS TO BUILD / IMPROVE

a) Roads to Maintain

1. All haul roads used by operator will be suitably drained and crowned (2% - 6% slope) with a
road grader or dozer with a 6-way blade at conclusion of sale or if the roads are in poor
condition and the sale is going to be left idle for any length of time.

Operating any
equipment noticeably leaking fluids is prohibited. The contractor must collect and control fluids
leaking from any equipment and dispose of properly.

d) Itis unlawful to be present on State Game Lands from November 15 through December 15
inclusive when not engaged in lawful hunting or trapping and fail to wear a minimum of
250 square inches of daylight fluorescent-orange material on the head, chest, and back
combined, or in lieu thereof, a hat of the same colored material. The material shall be
worn so it is visible in a 360-degree arc.
