Sign and Write the Current Date

Make sure to seal your ballot in the yellow envelope marked “Official Election Ballot” AND seal 
that  envelope into the pre-addressed outer return envelope. Sign and enter the current date on 
the outer return envelope. Your ballot will be counted only if it is sealed in both envelopes and 
the outer envelope is signed and dated. Return only your own ballot unless a voter with a 
disability has designated in writing that you are authorized to also return their ballot. Mail 
ballots must be received by the county election office by 8 p.m. on Election Day.
